Philaletheis takes pride in providing new and veteran directors alike a simple way to direct for their first time at Vassar.  The Directing Workshops, a long-standing tradition within our organization, allow directors an outlet for their creativity, and introduce them to the process of directing with Philaletheis.  The workshops are short pieces with a very simple design.  The directors are expected to help with the entire process of presenting the workshops, including publicity, technical work, and even creating the show’s program.  The process, which ends with a talkback with the audience after the performances, is meant to be a simple way to introduce our style of theater management to new directors.  The Phil Board, therefore, is looking for excited, imaginative, and capable people who are very interested in directing.  These directors are potential full-length directors, so the board considers not only the director’s interest in the piece that he or she is directing, but also his or her interest in directing in general.  We make sure to read everything and anything you write on your proposal, so please take the process seriously, including the Your Space section.  

Over the past few years, the length of pieces has been creeping up.  Because with less than 2 weeks of rehearsal it is unfair to your actors, and to yourself as a new director, to bite off more than you can chew, we will be strictly enforcing the 15-minute limit for all pieces this semester. If your piece is potentially longer than this, please consider what cuts you will make before your interview.
