Dear Potential Director,

Hello!  We are glad to see that you are back and excited to direct after your experience with Directing Workshops. Now you are stepping into the wonderful world of Full-Length directing.  Whether this is your first experience with a full-length play or your 5th time directing, the Philaletheis Board is always here in order to answer any and all of your questions.  We are excited to read your proposal and sincerely look forward to meeting with you to discuss your vision for this play.

 If you haven’t already filled out a Proposal Liaison Application you can access this form online on our website. If you turn in a copy of your script along form by Monday, January 24th, I will assign a member of the board to be your liaison. She or he will meet with you to discuss your play, vision, interview, and proposal.  The meeting with the liaison will be a chance for you to express yourself in a situation that is less intimidating than your interview with the whole board. Your liaison will have the inside scoop on your proposal and will be able to speak on your behalf during our decision-making process. The meeting will be confidential, and the liaison may only discuss the contents of the meeting in order to help elaborate on your vision during the discussion of your proposal after your interview. If you choose not to utilize the Proposal Liaison system or missed the deadline to do it don’t be concerned; this will not hurt you in any way. It’s simply a way to help you strengthen your proposal as well as convey your vision more clearly to the board.

Another important part of the proposal is Your Space. Some directors choose to use this as a space to write a more in depth description of their vision, but don’t feel limited by words. Past Your Space submissions have included CDs, sculptures, interactive art projects, character diary entries and costume collages. There is no limit to how much you include, but remember quality over quantity is what counts here. 

The liaison system, the proposal, and the interview are all ways for the Executive Board to better understand your vision.  Therefore, you should put careful thought into each of these steps, and feel free to ask any questions you may have throughout the process. We will ask you about what spaces you’re interested in performing in to get a better sense of how different options will interact with, benefit and affect your production. Therefore, be prepared to answer questions of how your show will logistically and conceptually work in the spaces you choose. Also, please be aware of the handicap accessibility in said spaces.

I will respect the physical and emotional boundaries of my cast and crew

I will be present for the director’s forum.

I will rehearse no more than 18 hours a week, and no more than 5 hours a day, except during tech week.
