Proposal Liaison Application

To get yourself started, it is strongly recommended that you submit a Proposal Liaison Application. If you turn in a copy of your script along with this form by Sunday, January 23, we will assign a member of the board to be your liaison. She or he will meet with you to discuss your play, vision, interview, and proposal.  The meeting with the liaison will be a chance for you to express yourself in a situation that is less intimidating than your interview with the whole board. Your liaison will have the inside scoop on your proposal and will be able to speak on your behalf during our decision-making process. The meeting will be confidential, and the liaison may only discuss the contents of the meeting in order to help elaborate on your vision during the discussion of your proposal after your interview. You can choose not to utilize the Proposal Liaison system and propose a piece without turning in a script early and this will not hurt you in any way; however, the liaison can only help you to better your proposal as well as convey your vision more clearly to the board.
